	Provisional Consideration: Students who have submitted a paper for peer review but may not receive notification of acceptance before the spring due date may request provisional consideration. The Provisional Consideration Application requires completion of the standard Williams Travel application form as outlined above and must include a letter requesting provisional approval until the student has received notification of the paper's acceptance for presentation. If Provisional Consideration is approved, the student must provide evidence that the paper was accepted for presentation, as outlined in the application guidelines above, in order to receive the award. 

	

	Obligation:  Williams Travel Grant Winners are required to present their projects during the Annual Graduate Student Exposition each spring semester. Students no longer on campus at the time of the Exposition may have their work presented by a faculty mentor or colleague.
