“Psychological First Aid in Crisis and Disaster Response”

Jody Horstman, Ph.D., HSPP

Dr. Jody Horstman received her Bachelor of Arts Degree in Behavioral Science from California State Polytechnic University and her Master of Arts and Doctoral Degrees in Clinical Psychology from the United States International University.  She worked as a Therapist at Logan Heights Crisis Center in San Diego, California before coming to Hamilton Center, Inc. in 1990 as an American Psychological Association intern.  Dr. Horstman has served as a Clinical Therapist and an Outpatient Manger/Clinical Psychologist.  Since 2004 she has served as the Director of Outpatient Services for Hamilton Center’s Child and Adolescent Services Division.

 

A certified disaster mental health specialist with the American Red Cross, she provided mental health services to victims, first responders, and volunteers at “ground zero” in New York after 9/11.  She also provided mental health services with Indiana’s Task Force One in Mississippi following Hurricane Katrina.  Dr. Horstman serves locally with the Red Cross on a disaster action team, and served during the June 2008 flooding in the Wabash Valley.  She is a state certified trainer of Psychological First Aid (PFA) and a member of Indiana’s State Mental Health Team.  Dr. Horstman is also actively involved with Indiana’s Task Force 7 and is the Clinical Team Leader for the District 7 Mental Health Team.  Since 2007, she has served as a contractor and trainer with Mission Ready Consulting, providing teambuilding and PFA training.  During 2010, Dr. Horstman responded following the January 12th earthquake in Haiti and also serves as a faculty member for CREDO, providing disaster response services, stress management, and wellness training for the Episcopal Diocese of Haiti and associated communities.

 

Participants in this seminar will be introduced to the various aspects of crisis and disaster response utilizing examples from actual local, national, and international crises/disasters.  They will be taught the elements of PFA, how it can be applied across varied situations and settings, and be given opportunity to practice various core aspects.  Participants will leave with an understanding of the impact disasters have on a larger community scale, as well as the possible impact on the individual responder who came to help.

 

This presentation is a compilation of basic training in the Psychological First Aid (PFA) model and its use in crisis and disaster response.  In 2009, the World Health Organization (WHO) evaluated the evidence for psychological first aid and psychological debriefing, concluding in recommendation of PFA.  Psychological First Aid is not counseling or therapy, and not all clinicians make good crisis or disaster responders.  In fact, PFA is designed to be utilized by large range of individuals including teachers, clergy, health workers, and general community members.  PFA is a very simple and effective method of assisting people in distress whom have gone through a traumatic event or disaster.  It is very person-centered and applicable across diverse cultures and settings.
