BOOTH LIBRARY COMMERATIVE PROGRAM!

When Eastern’s library first opened in 1899, it was located in the southwest corner of
the first floor of Old Main. It contained two rooms; a combination public and

staff room, and a separate room for the book stacks, with a total floor space of 2,400
square feet, and a book collection numbering about 2,500 volumes. Fitted with
elaborate solid oak window frames, moldings, and wainscoting, it was decorated
with delicate floral and geometric designs. The reading room was furnished with
rectangular, oak tables and cane-bottom side chairs, and the stacks room with
intricate, wrought iron shelving. . . ........
