Western music from the medieval 
period through the modern era 
and is the richest composite gift 
of musical documents ever re-
ceived by the Library. This 
online presentation includes 
representative examples of 

more than 130 items from the 
Archives including many complete 

works and, as a special presentation, an 
electronic version of the book's text, 
which is intended to replace the printed 
edition.
