The Student Veterans of Eastern was formed so
that Veterans, Reservists, National Guardsmen,
and friends could have a common place to forge

friendships and professional networking.

Black Knights of the Embarras
The Black Knights of the Embarras is a social
organization that was established after the Korean
War. The organization is legendary in the
Charleston area and is rich in tradition. The
organization was banned from campus after an

incident in the 1970s and lied dormant for over

30 years. In 2006, an OIF/OEEF weteran
revitalized the group and kept it private to military
veterans. Since then, the group has participated in
numerous social events to include two Black
Knight reunions, but also helped facilitate the
formation of the SVA . As the Shriners are the
“social branch” of the Masons, the Black Knights
are the social branch of the SVE. Members are

selected by unanimous decision by the President

and the existing group members.
