STIPEND: $860 per month for nine months, renewable for one year, with tuition waiver for 9-16 credit 

hours per semester (Fall & Spring). 
 
QUALIFICATIONS: Completion of an undergraduate degree in music or its equivalent is required. Candidates must  
 be accepted into the University and the Department of Music in order to be considered for an 

assistantship.
