1GRADUATION REQUIREMENT FOR FOREIGN LANGUAGE (0-8 HOURS) The graduation requirement is successful completion of two courses in a single foreign language. Exemption: Students entering university FALL 93 and after must have completed two (2) years in a single Foreign Language in High School with a grade of “C” or better to have satisfied this requirement.  Students exempt from Foreign Language would have 6 semester hours of free electives to complete for degree requirements.

Philosophy majors are strongly encouraged to choose an academic minor. Most minor programs require approximately 18 credit hours and significantly enhance your academic interests. Examples include: Religious Studies, Women’s Studies, Medieval Studies, Pre-Law Studies, Criminology, Neuroscience, and Asian Studies.
