AROUND CAMPUS

EIU celebrates Perry's inauguration. William L. Perry was officially welcomed as Eastern's
10th sitting president during his inauguration ceremony on Friday, Nov. 9. A reception followed,
with hundreds of people attending the festivities. Other events held in the days leading up to the
inauguration included a presentation by motivational speaker John Cassis; a forum on academic
freedom; a "Pizza with the President" student event, for which attendees were asked to bring
canned goods to benefit local charities; and a community reception and campus tours.

Lumpkin family to give $2 million for Doudna programming. The Lumpkin Family
Foundation and Richard Lumpkin have pledged $2 million to support new community arts
programs that will be housed in the Doudna Fine Arts Center. The gift to EIU’s New and
Emerging Artist Series Endowment will assist in the creation of an annual series of outstanding
musical performances for the community to enjoy, as well as related educational opportunities
for area school children. The wing of the Fine Arts Center containing the black box theatre, the
movement studio and the main stage theatre is to be named the Lumpkin Family Theater Wing in
memory of three generations of Lumpkin women, Besse, Mollie and Gail, who devoted much of
their lives to promoting the arts and improving the quality of life in east-central Illinois.

Love for Eastern B and mother  prompt couple to give $1 millioflarold and Lois Joseph's
decision to leave their estate to EIU was based primarily on their love for a woman who
graduated from the institution more than a century ago. Mrs. Joseph's mother, Charleston
resident Mary Coon Cottingham, attended the opening of what was then Eastern Illinois State
Normal School in 1899 and later graduated from the teachers college in 1904. In 1936, Mrs.
Joseph graduated from Eastern, as well. The women, as well as Mr. Joseph, held Eastern dear to
their hearts, leading the Josephs to first create the Mary Coon Cottingham Scholarship and the
Mary Coon Cottingham Visiting Writers and Scholars Series; both programs will receive
additional financial support through Mr. and Mrs. Joseph's decision to remember Eastern in their
estate. Their total gift is expected to total in excess of $1 million.

Booth Library graces ornament. The familiar architecture of Booth Library is featured on the
ninth annual ornament in the Charleston Landmark Series Ornament of Hope. The ornaments are
sold by the Charleston Area Chamber of Commerce to benefit Easter Seals of Central Illinois'
programs and services for children and adults with disabilities in Coles County.

History department gets initial First Choice title; English program follows. The EIU history
department made a little history of its own by being named the university’s initial First Choice
Graduate Program in September. The English department quickly became the second; six other
graduate programs are currently under consideration. The First Choice designation is given by
the Graduate School to EIU departments that meet criteria that show that their programs are
worthy of being graduate students’ first choices. Programs that are named “First Choice” will
retain that status for three years. During that time, they will be eligible for extra financial
resources from the Graduate School to further strengthen their status.

Housing official takes reins of regional organizationJody Stone, assistant director of housing
at EIU, has been elected to serve as the president of the Great Lakes Association of College and
University Housing Officers, which is comprised of 188 colleges and universities in a four-state
area. Stone is the fourth person from EIU to be elected president of this organization.

‘ ALUMNI ACTIVITIES

Edgar speaks about his time at Easternlim Edgar, former Illinois governor, presented "From
Old Main to the Mansion: Lessons Learned Along the Way," the inaugural lecture in the Edgar
Speaker Series, on Oct. 30.

In addition, plans were announced for the creation of an international
plaza, to be placed on the east side of Blair Hall, which houses International Programs. The
project is currently in the fund-raising phase.

Four EIU grads inducted into newly created lllinois Teacher of the Year Hall of FameAll
past and future Illinois Teachers of the Year, including four EIU alumni, now have a permanent
place of recognition on the EIU campus. The Illinois Teacher of the Year Hall of Fame, a
cooperative effort between EIU and the Illinois State Board of Education, was dedicated in
September in Buzzard Hall. All four EIU graduates who have been named Teacher of the Year
were on hand for the unveiling: 2006-07 Teacher of the Year Joe Fatheree of Effingham; Ruth
Hawkins of Charleston; Peggy Allan of Greenville; and Robert Grimm of Arlington Heights.

Widerberg, Illinois’ first Teacher of the Year, who went on to receive the National Teacher of the
Year award from President Dwight D. Eisenhower in the White House in 1954.

Andretti Green Racing with Michael Andretti and Kim Green and serves as president of the
company; and Jim Schnorf ’76, founder and president of Wall Street Management & Capital Inc.

FOCUS ON ATHLETICS

EIU hosts historic rugby game.The EIU women's rugby squad made history this fall when it
hosted West Chester in the first-ever game between two NCAA rugby programs. A crowd of
1,237 gathered at EIU's Lakeside Field to witness the hard-fought contest, which West Chester
won, 20-19. The game was videotaped and recorded for placement in the university's archives.
EIU and Westchester are two of the approximately 350 women’s rugby teams in the nation; only
four are NCAA-sanctioned. EIU was home to the first NCAA women’s rugby team in the
country and is the only NCAA Division I squad.

Rucker a finalist for sportsmanship award.Micah Rucker, senior wide receiver for the EIU
football team, has been named one of 10 finalists for the ARA Sportsmanship Award. The award
is given by the Awards and Recognition Association to an NCAA Division I football player who
has demonstrated good sportsmanship on and off the field. Rucker formed the EIU campus
chapter of UMADD (Mothers Against Drunk Driving) and has been actively involved with
reading programs at local schools. Rucker was an All-American receiver in his first season at
EIU last year after transferring from the University of Minnesota.
