In addition, students will be introduced to the fundamentals of golf, bowling, and disc golf through instruction, practice, and application experiences.  Students will also be introduced to various methods of teaching that apply to golf, bowling, and disc golf in K-12 physical education and activity settings.
Purpose/Rationale
This course is designed as a content knowledge course for three target sport activities.  Students will be introduced to the fundamentals of golf, bowling, and disc golf through instruction, practice, and play experiences.  Students will also be introduced to various methods of teaching that use developmentally appropriate practices for all three content areas from the perspective of teaching in a K-12 physical education setting. 
Student Learning Objectives
By the end of this course, students will:

1. Describe skill technique and identify recommendations for improvement.
2. Recognize and demonstrate appropriate practice guidelines for teaching target sport activities in physical education.
3. Demonstrate proper sportsmanship and etiquette for target sport activities in physical education.
4. Recognize and employ knowledge about the rules, history, etiquette, skill technique, tactics, and safety of target sport activities.
5. Identify and interpret selected psychomotor skill elements appropriate for target sport activities in physical education.

6. Demonstrate effective communication skills in ways that are sensitive to all teachers/students.
