RULES AND REGULATIONS

We know that you will have a fun and educational week while you are on campus at Eastern lllinois University. Your Art
Camp staff is charged with the safety and comfort of every camper and staff member, so we expect campers to adhere to
the following rules of conduct:
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Camp is considered closed-campus. Campers may not leave campus without authorization from the Director.
Permission to visit such places as the MLK Union is not necessary.

Campers are not allowed to be in automobiles during camp.

Drugs, alcohol, and tobacco products are not permitted.

Attendance is mandatory at all educational functions such as, but not limited to, classes, workshops, social
events, and exhibitions. Failure to attend an educational function without proper authorization from the instructor
or counseling staff is grounds for dismissal from camp.

Hours: All campers must be in the residence hall by 10:00 p.m. For security reasons, once the outside doors
are locked, a camper will be unable to gain entrance. After the evening activities but before 10:00, all campers
must remain in the dormitory or Library Quad area.

Quiet hours will be observed after 11:00 p.m.
No camper will be allowed to leave their floor after 10:30 p.m.

Campers are only allowed on their assigned floor.

Campers must remain fully clothed at all times. This includes trips to and from restroom and shower facilities
within the dorm.

Recording of any kind, including cell phones, within the hallway of the dorm is strictly prohibited
Campers are responsible and will be held liable for any damage done to the university and private property.

Dorm Keys: Campers will be responsible for a $60 replacement charge for lost, stolen or damaged keys.

Meal Wristbands: If wristbands come off or break, they can be replaced as long as the broken wristband is returned.
Campers will not be charged for broken wristbands. Campers will be charged a $5 replacement fee for lost wristbands.

Lanyards: Must be worn at all times. Campers will be charged a $1 replacement fee for lost, stolen, or damaged
name badges.

Firearms, weapons, and fireworks of any type are prohibited by law.
Campers are expected to refrain from using profanity, excessively rowdy behavior, and disobedience to Art Camp
staff instructions. No climbing trees. In addition, bullying of any type will not be tolerated and will result in

dismissal from camp.

All faculty and staff members of Art Camp have the authority to enforce these rules.

Conduct, and Security Jurisdiction.
