A personal computer is and will
continue to be an important part of
the educational experience. A student
will need to have access to personal
computer technologies as he or she
moves through his or her educational
experience at Eastern lllinois
University. In some cases the personal
computer may not be used in class
but will be required to complete class
assignments; in other instances the
personal computer will be an integral
part of the classroom experience.
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All entering art majors are required to
have an Apple laptop computer. The
hardware requirements are subject to
change each year as Apple develops
and markets new laptop models.

To provide you with a sense of the
requirements the following were the
Fall 2015 hardware requirements:

For all Art majors the recommended
minimum configured laptop is the
MacBook Pro 15-inch with 2.5GHz
quad-core Intel Core i7, 16 GB
memory, 512GB PCle-based Flash
Storage, Intel Iris Pro Graphics,
NVIDIA GeForce GT 750M with 2GB
GDDR5 memory.
