COMMENCEMENT SPEAKER 
MORNING

Dr. Mary Anne Hanner is from Oakland, IL. She received her bachelor’s 
and master’s degrees from EIU with majors in Communication Disorders 
and Sciences. She earned a doctorate from Indiana State University. Dr 
Hanner worked as a school speech-language pathologist for 9 years before 
returning to EIU as a faculty member. She also served as the clinic director, 
department chair and retired as dean of the College of Sciences in 2011. 

Volunteerism is an important part of her retirement, having served on the Boards of the EIU 
Annuitants Association and the EIU Alumni Association. She is also president of the Oakland 
Hindsboro Charitable Foundation. Mary Anne is the managing partner of a consulting firm, 
Academy Solutions. She was named an EIU Alumni Association Distinguished Alumna in 2014 
and as an Honorary Lifetime Member of the EIU Foundation in 2016.

AFTERNOON
Joe Gardella is the CEO of Sweetener Supply Corp, a family-owned 
business founded in 1990 by his father and a close friend. As CEO, Gardella 
has led organic and geographic growth, making Sweetener Supply one of 
North America’s premier food ingredient suppliers. He is also the founder 
and managing partner of Spyglass Properties LLC. Gardella had pledged 
to support Eastern Illinois University by establishing Sonny’s Scholarship in 

2024 in recognition of his father. Gardella also had pledged to fund the renovation of McAfee 
Gym into a volleyball-centric arena, with modernization plans already in place. He was a 
member of the Sigma Pi fraternity and is currently re-establishing a new Sigma Pi house for 
the EIU chapter to relocate to. Gardella is proud to have one of his daughters, Paige, join 
the EIU family, as she started the MBA program last fall and joined the women’s volleyball 
program as an assistant coach. He is equally proud of Paige’s twin sister, Jessica, who has 
joined Spyglass Properties LLC and will help oversee the renovations for the Sigma Pi house 
and the recently purchased University Village. Gardella is an avid golfer and boater and adores 
spending time with his wife, Leta.

LUIS CLAY MENDEZ DISTINGUISHED SERVICE AWARD
Dr. Linda Simpson has dedicated more than three decades to Eastern 
Illinois University, beginning as an adjunct instructor in the 1990s and 
joining the faculty in 1997. Throughout her tenure, she has demonstrated 
an extraordinary commitment to teaching, innovation, service, and student 
success.

A trailblazer in online teaching and learning, Dr. Simpson taught EIU’s first online course and 
played an instrumental role in shaping the university’s early digital learning environment. 
She helped establish the Center for Academic Technology Services (CATS), provided one-
on-one mentorship to faculty transitioning to online instruction, and has served as a Quality 
Matters reviewer – a role that involves critically evaluating online courses to ensure they meet 
rigorous standards for design, accessibility, and learner engagement. She was one of the 
first faculty to earn a Quality Online Course designation for her general education course, 



Personal and Family Financial Literacy. Her expertise in instructional technology has been 
recognized through multiple grants and university honors, as well as invitations to present 
at local, state, national, and international conferences. She has also consulted with higher 
education institutions across the country to enhance their online learning capacity.

Dr. Simpson is widely recognized for her leadership in financial literacy education. She 
founded and continues to coordinate the Financial Literacy Minor and established the 
Literacy in Financial Education (LIFE) Center after securing a highly competitive grant 
to strengthen financial education for EIU students. Her work has expanded far beyond 
campus, creating impactful financial literacy initiatives for parents, youth, and older adults. 
Her book, Mindful and Intentional Money Management, further extends her mission to 
empower individuals and families with practical money management skills. Her curriculum 
development has reached global communities, including the creation of the Finance for 
Her program that has educated more than 700 women in rural India.

Her service to the university spans every level of leadership. Dr. Simpson has chaired 
and served on major search committees, supported departmental accreditation efforts, 
advised student organizations, and held significant roles across departmental, college, and 
university committees. As department chair and assistant chair, she strengthened academic 
programs, supported faculty development, and promoted student engagement. She has 
also served in elected leadership roles on bodies such as the Council on Graduate Studies 
and the Intercollegiate Athletic Board.

Dr. Simpson’s professional service includes extensive work with state and national 
associations, textbook and journal review, conference leadership, and advocacy for 
financial education at the state level. Her dedication to supporting older adults through 
technology reflects her past presidency of the Senior Independent Living Collaborative, 
where she developed innovative resources to help seniors safely age in place.

Equally committed to her community, Dr. Simpson has served on multiple nonprofit 
boards, supported domestic violence initiatives, volunteered with youth programs, 
and contributed significantly to ministries at Kansas Christian Church. Her service has 
strengthened local organizations such as CASA and the Coalition for People in Need, as 
well as community outreach programs that support vulnerable children and families.
Across her career, Dr. Simpson has exemplified unwavering dedication to students, 
colleagues, the university, and the broader community. Her work has transformed financial 
education, advanced online learning, expanded community impact and strengthened the 
mission of Eastern Illinois University.

ACADEMIC COSTUME
The pageantry of commencement exercises dates from the Middle Ages and the 
traditions of Europe’s first universities. The origins of academic attire are little known, but 
it is probable that because students in medieval times enjoyed the status of clerics, their 
dress was patterned after clerical dress. The gown appears to be an adaptation of the 



robe of a priest or friar; the hood and mortarboard evolved from the cowl and skullcap 
worn by monks and friars. 

For each of the degree levels (bachelor’s, master’s, and doctoral), the gown is distinctive. 
The bachelor’s gown is yoked, has long sleeves, and is worn closed. The doctoral gown 
has full, bell-shaped sleeves and is trimmed with velvet panels down the front and three 
velvet bars on each sleeve. 

While black velvet is proper trimming for doctoral gowns, the color of the panels and 
bars is often varied to indicate the academic discipline in which the degree was earned. 
Although hoods are available for all three degree levels, the hood for the bachelor’s 
regalia is seldom used. The doctoral hood varies from the other two in that it has flat, 
wide panels on either side. The colors lining the detachable hoods are those of the 
college or university granting the degree. 
The black mortarboard cap or tam is the accepted style in colleges and universities 
of the United States. Many foreign universities have distinctive and colorful forms of 
headdresses. 

An integral part of the headdress, the tassel varies widely in its use and color. The 
doctor usually wears a gold tassel, although black is acceptable; the master wears a 
black tassel. For the bachelor, the tassel can be black or varied according to the degree. 

The present academic costume has evolved from a traditional background covering 
hundreds of years. With the adoption of the Intercollegiate Code in 1895, a definite 
pattern was established to make possible the recognition of degrees conferred by 
American colleges and universities. 

HONORS PROGRAMS 
Eastern’s Sandra and Jack Pine Honors College includes University and Departmental 
Honors programs. Both programs unite a diverse community of scholars as they 
develop as leaders on campus, in the community, and in their future professions. 
University Honors Laureate graduates have completed a minimum of 26 hours of 
honors coursework; University Honors Scholar graduates have completed a minimum 
of 15 hours of honors coursework. Departmental Honors graduates have completed 12 
hours of Honors coursework, including an undergraduate thesis. All Honors graduates 
have earned a minimum 3.5 GPA.

HAMAND SOCIETY OF GRADUATE SCHOLARS
Named in honor of Dr. Lavern Hamand, the first dean of the Graduate School at Eastern 
Illinois University (1961-74), the Hamand Society of Graduate Scholars is a designation of 
distinction in graduate education based on achievements in both scholarship and service. 
Recipients are nominated by the graduate faculty. Candidates inducted into the society 
must document the impact of their scholarship and service to the discipline of study and 
to the community. The Hamand Society of Graduate Scholars reflects the highest ideals of 
the engaged graduate scholar. 



GRADUATION WITH DISTINCTION
Students graduating with distinction are designated by medallions with corresponding 
ribbons of gold, white, or blue. Undergraduates must have completed 56 hours at EIU to 
be recognized with distinction.
