OR

b. Completing student teaching at Middle Grades

	1. Students need a total of 24 semester hours of reading instruction (graduate or undergraduate) in areas/topics that are aligned with the Reading Teacher Standards in order to receive the Reading Teacher endorsement.

2. Students must also complete coursework (graduate or undergraduate) that addresses “literature appropriate to students across all grade ranges” in order to meet the guidelines for the Reading Teacher endorsement.  Any one of the following courses could be taken as an elective at the graduate level to meet this requirement: ENG 4903 – Young Adult Literature (3 sh); ENG 4905 - Studies in Youth Literature (3 sh); ELE 5400 – Special Issues in Children’s Literature (2-3  sh); or ELE 5990 – Independent Study in Children’s Literature (1-6 sh) or as approved by the coordinator.

3. The Reading Teacher endorsement also requires the applicant to successfully complete the Reading Teacher content area test.
