On your report give us:

Date you Attended

Place of Event (i.e. Lantz Gym, Arcola-Tuscola room, etc.)

Time of the Event and its length
The organization/person/department that sponsored the event

The name of the speaker(s)

The credentials of the speaker

Write a brief summary of the activity/event (150-200 words).  What happened?  What did the speaker/presenter have to say?  Explain your reaction to the activity/presentation.  Why did you decide to attend this event?  What was the experience like?  Have you attended similar events in the past?  Will you attend similar events in the future?

Due dates:

September 16—1st activity report

October 19—2nd activity report

November 4—3rd activity report 

December 2—4th activity report

These are the final dates that you may submit a campus activity report, but you may turn them in earlier as you attend the events.  

Each report is worth 25 points for a total of 100 points.
