In this philosophy statement (maximum of two pages), identify specific concepts, theoretical frames, 
practical strategies, and teaching methods that exemplify your approach to teaching writing. You can 
cite scholars and experiences that have influenced how you teach writing, but keep in mind that the 
statement should provide insight about what students should expect when they take your class. 
Details about activities, strategies, and assignments should balance your relation of theory, 
scholarship, and teaching philosophy.
