Stevenson Hall is a ten-story, co-ed facility consisting of two and 
three-bedroom suites with a semi-private bathroom and living 
room. This building is for students with 60 completed credit hours 
or 21 years of age. Transfer-student housing is also offered based 
on availability. Male and female residents can live in single-gender 
or mixed-gender suites. 

THOMAS HALL
Thomas Hall is a co-ed by floor, four-story facility. It is one of four 
residence halls that comprise the South Quad. 

UNIVERSITY COURT
An apartment features two bedrooms, kitchen, dining room and a 
bathroom. Select apartments also include a half-bath, walk-in closet or 
pantry. An on-site swimming pool is open during the warmer months. 
University Court Apartments is located just south of Andrews Hall and 
provides many of the services offered in the residence halls. These 
apartments are reserved for students with 30+ hours or a minimum of 
21 years of age.
