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Students should submit an electronic portfolio the semester prior to graduation.

When given a choice, the student should select the artifact representing the highest level of
achievement. The portfolio should not only serve as evidence of meeting departmental learning goals,
but can be considered a professional resource for students to use in career advancement.

Electronic Student Portfolio Guidelines:
e Create a tab on your website labeled, “Portfolio” for your electronic portfolio
e Onyour portfolio page, copy the ENTIRE table of contents (listed below) for your major:

Make sure
they open in a separate tab. (Check the box: open in new window in Weebly.)

e Double check to make sure all links are active, all required artifacts are present and do not
require downloading
