The 1Aspire Grant (http://www.studentsoltheworld.org/iaspire/)

around issues of sexual violence (which encompasses topics like sexual assault,
abuse, and harassment). The organization wants students to share their stories with
them and tell them how they aspire to end sexual violence on their campus and in
their community. The application period is open from September 8 - October 31,
2014.

Fraternal Health and Safety Imtiative consortium

a. According to a recent article: “Eight college fraternities announced an effort to work
together on new training aimed at combating sexual misconduct, hazing and binge
drinking. The focus is on learning to recognize, diagnose and intervene
potentially harmful situations. An estimated 35,000 undergraduates are anticipated
to participate in the first year of the Fraternal Health and Safety Initiative
consortium, according to the announcement. The participating fraternities include
Lambda Chi Alpha, Phi Delta Theta, Pi Kappa Alpha, Sigina Alpha Epsilon,
Sigma Alpha Mu, Sigma Chi, Tau Kappa Epsilon and Triangle — groups with a
combined 75,000 undergraduate men at more than 550 college campuses. The
consortium plans to use training that organizers say is based on research and
created for retreat-like settings.”
