The Director sequence requires you earn or have already earned a principal endorsement on your Illinois Professional Educator License (PEL).

Director of Special Education

Summary of Program

The endorsement program for Director of Special Education will include courses in the Special Education and Educational Leadership departments. The specific sequence of courses for an individual candidate will depend on the educational background of the candidate.  Candidate must already have or concomitantly complete requirements for the general administrative endorsement (issued through 8/31/14) principal or superintendent endorsement and provide evidence of  2 years successful teaching experience as a special education teacher, school psychologist, social worker, or speech-language pathologist and hold a master’s or higher degree.

B.S. or M.S. in Special Education or related personnel certification; two years’ documented successful teaching providing special education services; a minimum of 30 semester hours of Special Education coursework including Special Education coursework which explicitly addressed characteristics/behaviors, educational assessment and psychological diagnosis, methods across the disability categories encompassed by the LBS I certificate, and disposition for special education leadership and evidence of holding an administrative certificate or a professional educator license endorsed for an administrative position or plan to complete requirements for this in a timeline consistent with Director program completion.
